Through a cooperative venture with Coxsackie-Athens High School, we were able to compile a video presentation
for teenagers, based on their experiences and the disastrous effects of drunk driving not only on the individual, but
on their friends, families and community as a whole.  This video is made available upon request to schools, CBO's
& FBO's across New York, as well as the planning of a similar event for schools which are interested.  

Silver Fox Senior Citizen Outreach Program

The Silver Fox is a direct result of the tremendous success of the SMART Program in the field of education for
children across New York.  This program aims to educate our senior citizens on a host of issues including, but not
limited to telemarketing and contractor scams, internet awareness, as well as predatory lending.  Through the use of
Rudy the Silver Fox, we are able to provide an atmosphere for the senior which is a pleasant one, while still
disseminating this most important information.  

Inside the Walls Community Outreach Program
